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<Abstract>

Development Direction of Korean language text
in the Information Age: Focusing on 'the media’

This study investigated how to develop the Korean language
text, especially with regard to the 'media’ in the 21th century,
Information Society. It is very important to investigate how
Korean language education should change when we emphasize
the importance of computer communication or internet as well as
the media all over the world.
